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Missing Endangered Senior Entry Criteria

The following are criteria for entry of a "Missing Endangered Senior":

An individual 65 years of age or older who is reported missing to a law enforcement agency and is, or is
believed to be:

a temporary or permanent resident of lllinois (may include a person that does not reside in lllinois, but is
visiting family or friends);

at a location that cannot be determined by an individual familiar with the missing person; and

incapable of returning to the individual's residence without assistance (mentally or physically incapable).

Subjects meeting the above criteria are to be entered into the LEADS Missing Person file using message key
LEMES - Missing Endangered Senior. Entry of missing endangered seniors using message key LEMES will be sent
to NCIC as a Missing Person Endangered.
