HAVE BEEN EXTENDED FOR A PERIOD OF ONE YEAR PAST THE LICENSES CURRENT 2020 EXPIRATION
DATE. AS A RESULT, THESE LICENSES REMAIN VALID UNTIL THE HOLDERS 2021 BIRTHDATE. DRIVING
RECORDS ON THE SECRETARY OF STATES COMPUTER SYSTEM HAVE BEEN UPDATED TO SHOW THE
NEW 2021 EXPIRATION DATES FOR QUALIFIED DRIVERS.

EXPIRED DOCUMENTS FOR PEOPLE OF ALL AGES, SUCH AS VEHICLE REGISTRATIONS, DRIVERS
LICENSES, INSTRUCTION PERMITS AND IDENTIFICATION CARDS, INCLUDING BUS PERMITS, HAVE BEEN
EXTENDED UNTIL NOVEMBER 1. DRIVERS LICENSES WITH JULY, AUGUST AND SEPTEMBER EXPIRATION
DATES ARE INCLUDED IN THIS EXTENSION.
